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WAYS TO BE A SUCCESSFUL IN MIDDLE SCHOOL  

How to Keep Your Personal Items Safe  
  

         Label your backpack and all personal items with your name 
         Keep your backpack with you at all times or keep your 

backpack in a secured classroom 
         If you take PE, all personal items need to be LOCKED in your 

PE locker, not left on the benches 
         Keep your PE/Athletic locker combination a secret, do not 

share your combination with anyone 
         Keep your Student ID # a secret, do not share it with others 

as this is also your lunch account # 
         If you have cash money with you at school, keep it secured in 

your wallet or backpack 
        LOCK your bike to the bike stands in the bike compound 
        Bike compounds are unlocked at the end of the school day 

and relocked at the start of school the next day 
        If you stay after school, be sure that your bike is locked to a 

bike stand as the bike compound will be unlocked 
       Store your skateboard in skateboard lockers.   

Athletic backpacks may be stored in the front office for safe 

keeping during the school day 
  
Your personal items are your responsibility, however, 
if you lose a personal item or you feel something has 
been stolen during the school day, immediately report 
the lost or stolen item to Student Services.  School 
Resource Officer Chesley and/or your Grade Level 
Administrator will follow up with you to assist in 
finding your lost or stolen item.
