*Middle School Model
Evaluation — The Middle
School Model Evaluation Project
will be completed during winter
break and the report will be
available in January:.

*State Budget — The Kyrene
School District is looking at
many areas of funding that may
be reduced or eliminated due to
the state budget crisis. They are
reviewing current year budget
allocations and contingency
budgets to move unexpended
funds to next year and studying
programs to identify potential
savings.

*Superintendent Goals — Dr.
Schauer reviewed Kyrene’s
Strategic Plan and his
Superintendent Goals.

Improving academic achievement
is goal #1. While Kyrene
outperforms the state and
national averages on standardized
testing, achievement has not
been increasing. The Kyrene
assessments show an
achievement gap for minority
students. Dr. Schauer shared
several strategies the the district
is using to improve in these area.
Other goals include improving
employee compensation and
teacher evaluations, reducing
teacher absenteeism, and
addressing AYP issues.

*Resource Reallocation -
Some of the resource allocation
issues the district is looking at
include areas where funding is
anticipated to decrease. For
example, SEI, Title I and excess

utilities funding is expected to be
decreased or eliminated.
Similarly, the Kindergarten model
costs more than its funding
source. These items will be
brought to the K-8 Programming
Study committee, which will
make recommendations to the
Superintendent and Governing
Board.
