KYRENE GIFTED CHILD FIND  
 

Gifted students are defined as those who score at  or  
above  the  97th   percentile  on national   norms  in  one  
or  more  of   three areas -verbal reasoning, quantitative 
(math) reasoning, and nonverbal reasoning on any State 
Board -approved test.  
 
Kyrene's gifted program is designed to provide academic 
assistance to students who demonstrate instructional 
needs that are not normally addressed in the regular 
classroom. Kyrene makes testing available for students in 
K-8 three times a year. Typically, occurring in August, 
January, and March.  
 
Referrals for the gifted testing in kindergarten through 
eighth grade come from teachers,  parents,  and  stu-
dents.  If  you have  a  
K-8 student and feel that, your  child   might  
qualify in one or more of the three assessed areas, or if 
you have any questions about referring your child, please 
talk with the gifted resource teacher at the elementary 
schools or grade level administrator at the middle 
schools. Children must not have been tested within the 
past year.

Please assist us with keeping our learning environment free from distractions.  Electronic de-

vices such as Ipods, MP3 players, Gameboys, etc. are a distraction and interruption to class-

room instruction.  Use of these items during classroom instruction or between classes, theft 

and damage to these expensive non -instructional items are of great concern to the Pueblo 

staff.  Pueblo does not allow electronic devices at school, and they may not be stored in back-

packs during school hours.  We feel that these electronic devices should remain at home.  If a 

student chooses to not follow these guidelines, the electronic devices will be confiscated and 

disciplinary consequences will be assigned.  Confiscated items may be picked up by parents in 

the school office at the Student Services desk.
