Gifted students are defined as those who score at or above
the 97th percentile on national norms in one or more of
three areas-verbal reasoning, quantitative (math) reasoning,
and nonverbal reasoning, on any State Board-approved
test.

Kyrene’s gifted program is designed to provide academic
assistance to students who demonstrate instructional needs
that are not normally addressed in the regular classroom.
Kyrene makes testing available for students in grades K-8
three times a year. Testing typically occurs in August,
January, and March.

Referrals for the gifted testing in kindergarten through
eighth grade come from teachers, parents, and students. If
you have a K-8 student and feel that your child might qual-
ify in one or more of the three assessed areas, or if you
have any questions about referring your child, please talk
with Hope Massar, the gifted resource teacher, or an ad-
ministrator at your child’s school. Children must not have
been tested within the past year.

The next testing, at Sierra School, will take place late in
August. If you would like your child tested, please contact
